We would like to meet with staff from the Office of Acquisition Management and the Office of
Superfund Remediation and Technology Innovation to provide an update on the project, and
discuss the steps still needed to be completed during preliminary research. We will coordinate
with your audit liaisons to arrange a mutually agreeable time for the meeting.
