The Office of Inspector General is starting preliminary research on the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency’s Fleet Management program.

3. 	 The utilization records for vehicles from December 1, 2012, through May 31, 2013, or 
provide read-only and report-generating access to the EPA’s database of fleet vehicles 
(Automotive Statistical Tool), so that we can electronically review information on the EPA’s 
fleet records. 
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
