Month Ending Date - Enter the final day of the month (e.g., 10/31/2011) regardless of the day of the week submitted.

Monthly Report Tie Total . Enter the Active Investigations and Cumulative Convictions (Judgments, Settlements, Pleas), data as reported on the
corresponding month's ARRA Report.

Infrastructure - Enter the number of Active Investigations, Cumulative Convictions, etc,. and Total Monetary Loss for ARRA contract, grant, and loan
programs (Infrastructure).

Entitlements - Enter the number of Active Investigations, Cumulative Convictions, etc., and Total Monetary Loss for ARRA entitlement programs (see list of
entitlement programs provided).

Check Total - Sum of the data entered into cells in the Infrastructure and Entitlements Columns. Note: The sum for Active Investigations and Cumulative
Convictions, etc. should match the corresponding cell in the Monthly Report Tie-Total Column. These cells are formula driven, no input is necessary.
Terminology

Infrastructure - term used to describe ARRA federal contract, grant, and loan programs.

Entitlements - one or more of the ARRA funded programs provided in this workbook as identified by the applicable Recovery Agency.

Total $ Loss - refers to the total ARRA $ loss to the agency related to the fraudulent case. This amount is usually what is reported to the US Attorney's office.
It is the total ARRA amount associated with the case but is not always the actual settlement or recovery.
